Students Issues Action Committee (SIA)

The Student Issues Action Committee (SIA) is responsible for discussing and finding
solutions to the common issues faced by graduate students. This includes
conducting a survey to hear students’ voices. A comprehensive summary of the
survey results should be reported to Council and propose solutions to reported
problems.

Chair: VP External, and in the event that VP External is unavailable, the VP Internal
will serve as Chair.

Duties: The committee meets at least three times a term to generate a survey and
work on any other projects that help graduate students. The progress of specific
projects is reviewed by Council.

Quorum is constituted of the Chair and three (3) other members.

Membership: The committee consists of up to 15 members. Members would hail
form the GSA membership.

Graduate Students Association Social Events & Trips Planning Committee

This committee is responsible for planning monthly social events and trips to
promote an engaging graduate student life. All events must be approved by the
EOHSS and a summary of each event should be reported to Council.

Chair: VP External, and in the event that VP External is unavailable, the President
will serve as Chair.

Duties: The committee meets at least twice a term to plan events and trips for each
month.

Quorum is constituted of the Chair and three (3) other members.

Membership: The committee consists of up to 15 members. Members would hail
form the GSA membership.
